The prophet Jeremiah remained faithful despite rejection and persecu-
tion because he knew the Lord was his protector. In the Gospel, Jesus echoes this same mes-
sage: “Do not be afraid.” God knows us intimately; even the hairs of our head are numbered.
If He lovingly cares for the sparrows, how much more does He care for us. We are called to
proclaim Christ boldly, not allowing fear, criticism, or worldly pressures to silence our wit-
ness. Let us trust in God’s unfailing love, remain steadfast in our faith, and courageously con-
fess Christ before others, confident that He will never abandon those who remain faithful.

Romans 5:12-15 -
‘The free gift is not like the trespass.’

Brothers and Sisters: Just as sin came into the world through one
man, and death through sin, and so death spread to all men be-
cause all sinned — for sin indeed was in the world before the law
was given, but sin is not counted where there is no law. Yet
death reigned from Adam to Moses, even over those whose sin-
ning was not like the transgression of Adam, who was a type of
the one who was to come.

But the free gift is not like the trespass. For if many died through
one man’s trespass, much more have the grace of God and the
free gift by the grace of that one man, Jesus Christ, abounded for
many.

What | tell you in the dark, say in the light,
and what you hear whispered, proclaim on the housetops. And
do not fear those who kill the body but cannot kill the soul.



Rather fear him who can destroy both soul and body in hell.
Are not two sparrows sold for a penny? And not one of them
will fall to the ground apart from your Father knowing. But
even the hairs of your head are all numbered. Fear not,
therefore; you are of more value than many sparrows. So
everyone who acknowledges me before men, | also will
acknowledge before my Father who is in heaven, but whoev-
er denies me before men, | also will deny before my Father
who is in heaven.’

For our local community and families, that our
words and actions may confess Christ daily, bring-

ing hope where there is discouragement, we pray:
Lord, hear us.

ST JOSEPH RC CHURCH

St Joseph’s Building Restoration

At an extraordinary meeting of the Parish Council on
Thursday evening, members of the Diocesan Curial
Office presented to the Council the results of a condition
survey carried out on the church building and presby-
tery.

Condition surveys are a normal part of building mainte-
nance. The survey has identified significant repairs re-
quired of the buildings and the stained glass.

Fuller details will be provided at a Parish meeting on
23" June at 6.30pm which all are invited and encour-
aged to attend.

A significant amount of money is required to be raised
to carry out the work needed. This will be done primarily
through grant funding. Additional fundraising will be
required.

The parish will need your support for the project, includ-
ing the signing of petitions and writing of letters of con-
cern regarding the condition of the building. This peti-
tion will be available for signing next Sunday, 21* June
and then again at the meeting scheduled for the 23",

In the meantime, the services of Heritage Funding Con-
sultant, Maria Jones have been engaged, and grant ap-
plications will start immediately. Maria has also been
working on the project to restore St Mary’s, Lochee.

Maria’s first task is to seek support for the restoration
from additional interested parties such as the University
of Dundee, local MP’s, MSPs and Councillors as well as
our school, St Joseph’s on Blackness Road.

Maria will submit an ‘Expression of Interest’ to funders
which would then be followed by a full application.

Please support this project to restore our beautiful
church and help secure its future.
